How to Set up Your English Binder

You should have a 3-ring binder (one-inch) with five dividers and plenty of loose-leaf paper.  Binders will be periodically turned in for a grade, so keep your papers organized and presentable. 
Keep the informational pages of the Disclosure Document in the Reference section of the binder.

Create a label for each divider tab (bolded below). Use your own judgement to decide where papers should go. Before binders are turned in, you will get more specific directions about where papers need to be. Try to get in the habit of putting papers in the 3 rings, not in pockets or folders.
· Reading—Independent Reading assignment, reading strategies, research, etc.
· Writing—journaling, quickwrites, drafts, Six Traits of Writing, peer reviews, etc.
· Conventions—grammar, punctuation, vocabulary, roots, prefixes, language rules, etc.
· Reference—handouts or notes to refer to

· Graded Papers—all papers that have been graded and returned to you
